General Provisions

2. The MoU is not a preliminary agreement within the
meaning of Article 635 of the Civil Code of Ukraine
and Article 182 of the Commercial Code of Ukraine is
not a joint venture agreement and does not impose any
property or financial obligations on the Parties. Neither
Party shall make any claim to the other Party if they
fail to implement the subject matter of this MoU. The
Parties will facilitate the negotiation and conclusion of
separate agreements to implement the areas of
cooperation set out in the MoU.

3. Separate agreements may include conditions
regarding the liability of each Party, financial
mechanisms, ownership of research results, etc.

4. The Parties shall act within the framework of the
applicable law, and keep confidential information
regarding the information obtained in the course of
further cooperation, which may be disclosed to a third
party only with the written consent of the Party that has
recognized it in writing as secret or confidential unless
otherwise provided by separate agreements between
the Parties.

5. This MoU shall come into force and be concluded
from the date of its signing by the Parties and shall be
valid until 31.12.2027 inclusive. The MoU may be
extended by mutual written consent of the Parties by
concluding an additional agreement.

6. The Parties may amend the terms and conditions of
this MoU by mutual written agreement through the
signing of an additional agreement. Either Party may
terminate this MoU by giving written notice to the
other Party not later than three months before the
termination of this MoU.
